To Receive Communion:

To receive, extend both hands, one on top of the
other so that the wafer may be placed on your palm. For the wine, you may take a sip from
the chalice. We do not dip the wafer into the wine.

If you are not receiving wine, you may stay until the chalice is offered to you or return to your
seat immediately.

If you would prefer a blessing instead, please ask for one.

If you need Communion brought to you, please alert a greeter or wave at the priest when
everyone else has received.

Those on Zoom will say this prayer together.
If you are attending in-person, but are not receiving communion at this time, you may also
wish to say the following prayer.

In union, O God, with all your faithful people gathered wherever the eucharist is celebrated
this day, we offer you praise and thanksgiving for creation and all the blessings of this life, for
the redemption given to us through the life, death and resurrection of Christ, and for the
means of grace and the hope of glory.
